TO LIVE AND WORK ABROAD



The Working Holiday Visa (WHV) is a special 
type of visa that allows young people to travel and 
work in different foreign countries.

The countries where you can apply for it are 
several, but since it comes from agreements in 
between governments, every country has 
different rules (costs, duration, etc etc…).



IN BRIEF…
18-35 YEARS OLD
(in some country the limit is 30yo)

● Australia
● New Zealand
● Canada

● Japan
● South Korea

165 / 385 €
(cost of the visa)



● Discover a foreign country by traveling/working;

● Experience life and society abroad;

● Meet other people traveling in the same way;

● Practise and become fluent in English.

ADVANTAGES

to go

➔ The country you come 
from

THERE ARE DIFFERENT 
RULES…

What does it change?

➔ Age
➔ Cost
➔ Duration
➔ Limits for working
➔ Extension





AUSTRALIA
➔ 18-35 years old

➔ 385 € (635 AU$)

➔ It’s valid for 1 year;

➔ You can extend it twice (3 years 
in total);

➔ You have to work in farms to get 
the extensions;

➔ You can work for max 6 months 
for the same employer.



NEW ZEALAND

➔ 18-30 years old

➔ 255 € (455 NZ$)

➔ It’s valid for 1 year;

➔ You can extend it for 3 months;

➔ You have to work in agriculture 
to get the extension;

➔ You can work for max 3 months 
for the same employer.



CANADA
➔ 18-35 years old

➔ 170 € (250 CA$)

➔ It’s valid for 1 year;

➔ No extension available;

➔ You can work for max 6 months 
(and stay for the rest of the time 
just for traveling purpose).



JAPAN SOUTH 
KOREA

have been added to the list 
afterwards but they have 
not become popular 
destinations as the 
English-speaking countries 
for many reasons 
(language barrier, limitation 
in finding a job, etc…).

Rules change a lot depending 
of your nationality, some 
passports are “stronger” than 
other and can provide more 
opportunities.
